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Numbers 26:7-11

(7) Those are the clans of the Reubenites. The men
enrolled came to 43,730. (9) The sons of Eliab were
Nemuel, and Datan and Aviram. These are the same
Datan and Aviram, chosen in the assembly, who agitated
against Moses and Aaron as part of Korah’s band when
they rebelled against God. (10) Whereupon the earth
opened its mouth and swallowed them up with
Korah—when that band died, when the fire consumed
the two hundred and fifty men—and they became an
example. (11) The sons of Korah, however, did not die.

(32) and the earth opened its mouth and swallowed
them up with their households, all Korah’s people and
all their possessions. (33) They went down alive into
Sheol, with all that belonged to them; the earth closed
over them and they vanished from the midst of the
congregation.

BUT THE SONS OF KORAH DID NOT DIE — They were
originally among those planning the rebellion, but at the
moment of the conflict, they had thoughts of repentance
(pangs of penitence) in their hearts; therefore a high spot
was fenced round for them in Gehinnom and they stayed
there (Sanhedrin 110a).
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Yalkut Shimoni on Torah 752:5

By what merit were the sons of Korah saved? They were
sitting with their father, Korah, when they saw Moshe
[coming their way], and they hid their faces in shame.
They said, if we stand up for Moshe, our Teacher, we’ll be
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behaving in a way that brings humiliation to our father,
and we were already commanded (Ex. 20:12) “honor your
father and mother.” But, if we do not stand, were we not
also commanded (Lev. 19:32), “You shall rise before the
wise.” It’s better to stand before Moshe, our Teacher,
even though we will be behaving in a way that brings
humiliation to our father. In that moment, their hearts
were stirred towards repentance. About the sons of
Korah, King David said (Ps. 45:2), “My heart whispered a
good thing.”

With regard to the verse: “And the sons of Korah did not
die” (Numbers 26:11), our Sages said: A place was fenced
in for them in Gehinnom and they sat upon it and recited
songs.
